A Greek actor and writer are desperately discussing how 

to end their play. Characters, including Blanche du Bois, 

Groucho Marx, and ‘Zeus’, arrive inexplicably from the wings 

and audience. Peppered with metaphysical and philosophical 

questions, the play skids along farcically until actor and 

writer reach the same, ultimate, conclusion: there’s no end... nor 

beginning.
